Facebook in Education 

�  Facebook is the most accessed Social 
Networking Site (SNS) (Junco, Heibergert, & Loken, 
2011) 

� Users connect and engage in meaningful 
interactions (Lee & McLoughlin, 2010).  

�  Formal and/or informal learning tool 
�  Student-material, student-instructor, student-

student interactions 
�  Less structured hierarchies 
� Users are not reciprocally connected, respect of 

students’–and instructor–privacy 



Facebook in Education (cont.) 

�  Instructor as a facilitator of information 
�  Learners are actively involved: They share 

resources, take part in discussions, and participate 
in the activities (Wang, Woo, Quek, Yang, & Liu, 2012) 

� Material: authentic, contextualized, retrievable 
from the Internet 

�  Desktop and mobile: Students are pulled to the 
course page at every moment, everywhere  

�  Target language ubiquitously present in students’ 
life, beyond the physical and temporal barriers of 
formal instruction

in class 
¡  Intercomprehension activities 

�  Sharing online resources 
¡  Instructor to students 
¡  Students to students

¡  Authentic, current, short, related to Italy 
¡  Title translated in Spanish 

¡  Vocabulary box 

¡  BUT: No grammar explanations 
¡  Questions 

¡  Sources: Italian News agencies 
÷ ANSA 

÷ ASCA  
÷ AGI

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Written Intercomprehension (cont.) 

Written intercomprehension – Events: 
�  Texts related to the vocabulary covered in class 

¡  Not always authentic sources 
¡  Texts may be adapted 

¡  Vocabulary box 

¡  BUT: No grammar explanations 
¡  Questions 

¡  Link to the original source

�  Videos 
¡  Not always authentic sources. Questions

Oral Presentations 

Students look for Italian news in an Italian News 
Agency website and prepare an in-class 
presentation, following the Facebook model.   
 
Benefits for the student who presents: 
� Contact with authentic and current written 

material in Italian 
� Deep comprehension of a text 
�  Vocabulary enrichment  
�  Practice as a facilitator 



Oral Presentations (cont.) 

 
Benefits for the other students: 

� Daily in-class intercomprehension practice 

� Reinforce of written comprehension skills and 
self-efficacy in Italian 

� Warm-up for the class
